
DP Student Dress Code 

The St. Dominic High School dress code was instituted to promote the following: 

1. neatness; 
2. a sense of pride in the Catholic school image; 
3. a positive climate of discipline and responsibility; 
4. an attitude of moderation and modesty. 

All students have to wear a uniform. We hope that you as the parent/guardian help us to maintain standards by ensuring that your 
son/daughter understands the importance of conforming to the dress code policy. 

The uniform shirts are available at the 0-14 KIDS store on AJC Brouwers Rd.  
Boys: 

ü Maroon short sleeve polo shirt with collar (tucked into pants; strings in the shirt hems are not permitted). The blue or maroon 
hooded uniform fleece jacket may be worn over the uniform shirt. No other type of jacket is permitted. No colored T-shirt 
under the shirt. 

ü Navy blue pants (no jeans), properly worn to the waist (no low slung pants and no other colors) 
ü Baggy pants are not permitted. 
ü Clothing must be the appropriate size, not too large or small. 
ü All black closed toe shoes or sneakers with socks (No high heels, plastic shoes or slippers and no other colors). 
ü White socks 
ü Belts are to be buckled and have to be BLACK. 
ü No visible tattoos are allowed; this must be concealed at all times. 
ü No caps, hats, headscarves or beads. 
ü No earrings, no piercings 
ü No designs or outrageous colors in the hair or eyebrows. 
ü No long hair, no excessive facial hair. 
ü No locks, braids and/or tails. 
ü No long nails  
ü No sunglasses 
ü Jewelry must be safe for school activities and not distracting (no sharp, pointed or studded items) 
ü No excessive amount of jewelry including long chains or rosaries worn outside of the shirt. (only one chain permitted). 

 
Girls: 

ü Maroon short sleeve polo shirt with collar (tucked into skirt or pants: strings in the shirt hems are no longer permitted). The 
blue or maroon hooded uniform fleece jacket may be worn over the uniform shirt. No other type of jacket is permitted. No 
colored T-shirt under the shirt. No colored T-shirt under the shirt. 

ü Navy blue skirt, or navy blue dress pants (slacks). (No jeans, black pants, leggings or stretch pants) 
ü Baggy pants are not permitted. 
ü Clothing must be the appropriate size, not too large or small. 
ü Only black closed toe shoes or sneakers with socks (No high heels, plastic shoes or slippers and no other colors). 
ü White ankle socks 
ü Belts are to be buckled and have to be BLACK. 
ü No hoop, chandelier or hanging earrings. 
ü No piercings: face, nose, lip or high ear piercings.  
ü No make-up: lipstick, eyeliner, eye shadow, blush 
ü No visible Tattoos are allowed this must be concealed at all times. 
ü No outrageously or unnaturally colored hair 
ü No caps, hats, head scarves. 
ü No sunglasses 
ü Jewelry must be safe for school activities and not distracting (no sharp, pointed or studded items) 
ü No excessive amount of jewelry including long chains or rosaries worn outside of the shirt. (only one chain permitted). 
ü No long and/or bold/brightly polished nails.  
ü The skirt has to be at a decent length (maximum 3 inches above the knee): students with too short skirts will be sent home or 

parents will be called with the request to bring another school uniform. 
 
Students shall not be allowed to wear or carry items that advertise alcohol, tobacco or drugs.
